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EASTER TOURNAMENT

Bobbie Wilson, our President since 1992 is to step
down at the next AGM. Bobbie has devoted much time
to the success Surrey squash since the 1960s. Firstly,
as a player in the women’s county teams, in which she
was a member of the winning teams in 1967 and 1968
when they won the inter-county titles-then in an admin-
istrative capacity for 20 years as Chair of the women’s
committee (SWSRA), until she retired from that post in
March 1982.
In an earlier appreciation by a contemporary, former
county captain, Jeanette Goodin, described Bobbie as
a player who was very reliable, competitive and deter-
mined - qualities that dominated during her years of
leading the Surrey committee. Very outspoken and
thoughtful in her views and always uppermost that the
right decision be made for the best of the county, she
guided Surrey women from strength to strength.
Bobbie has, through husband, Roy, had a close link
with the men and was a natural candidate to represent
the women on the men’s committee. On amalgamation
of the men’s and women’s committees in 1992, Bobbie
was elected President and continued her lifetime inter-
est in county affairs.
Along the course of her squash career, Bobbie became
a member of the WRSA committee; ‘thought up’ the
ladder system-a direct result of her competitiveness in
her playing days; ran many tournaments and marking
courses; one of the first to pass the WSRA Marking
Certificate; immediately put on the WRSA panel of
examiners; also a Part 11 coach. Gee Bobbie.

Don Frankland, a long-standing volunteer on the
Junior and Senior committees for some 30 years, and
a vital link as a guiding hand on all matters junior, has
decided to stand down at the AGM on 20th July.
He was initially involved in the setting-up of the Junior
committee in April, 1986 until 1990. At that time it was
felt that too much had been placed on the shoulders of
single individuals on the organisation of junior squash
in the county. It was desired to split the responsibility
for ‘administration’ from the ‘coaching’ side of the
junior squad.
The new structure and plans were approved by the
Management committee on 16th April, ‘86, and Don’s
chief task was to take on the chairmanship of the new
Junior committee.
This task was to last 4 years before handing over the
reins of the committee. But in a further 6 years later, in
May, 1996, he was co-opted onto the Management
committee and re-appointed chairman of the Junior
committee; a post in which he, and his family, have
contributed vastly to the organisation and well-being of
a successful junior squash scene in Surrey for the past
15 years.

Two of the county’s finest squash coaches joined
battle in the final of the annual Surrey Closed tourna-
ment on 15-16 January at Wimbledon Lakeside
squash club.
Both international players, Phil Rushworth,
Wimbledon Racquets professional coach, and Neil
Frankland, professional at Nuffield West Byfleet, pro-
vided a fitting end to the weekend with a display that
delighted the crowded gallery.
Phil ran out the winner by 11-8, 11-13, 11-5, 11-9 in a
match where every point was played for, and virtually
no unforced errors were given.
He covered many of Neil’s accurate shots with his
agility around court. Spectators were given a particu-
lar thrill on two occasions - Phil with a sharp forehand
close to the front wall which ended up sliding along the
floor - and Neil’s treat was a beautiful backhand lob
that literally died a death in the corner.
Harriet Ingham (St. Georges Hill) played well to win
the women’s Closed event against Isabelle Tweedle
(DL Hampton) by 13-11, 11-13, 11-7, 11-5. It was great
to see several Surrey junior girls entering the ladies
competition and putting in some strong performances,
with Harriet as strong as ever winning overall for the
second time at the age of 18, Katie Wilson getting to
the semi-finals, Georgie Ingham and Clare Wright get-
ting to the quarter-finals, and Alison Thomson winning
the plate.
The Grade B final for divisions 4-6 of the county
